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Our new “open doors”  need to be complemented by “open hearts.”   Thus, we
turn our attention away from remodeling the building and toward the
remolding of our hearts.

Jesus did not come to establish a community that could build attractive and
functional buildings.  Jesus came to create a community that would change the
world.  Jesus’  community-building involved changing, or opening, hearts:
opening our hearts to fully receive the amazing love and grace that God wants
to give us; opening our hearts to love one another as God has loved us.

Opening our hearts in this way is not natural, it is not automatic.  We all have the potential to be open-hearted to
God and to one another, but that potential needs to be actualized as the Holy Spirit transforms us through worship,
study, fellowship, mission, and prayer.  The Operating Budget provides the financial resources that make these
heart-opening ministries possible.

The very act of giving generously is a heart-opening experience.  So open your hearts as you pass through our new
open doors.
